It is our endeavor to preserve and promote the
Brahui language, literature and Brahui cultural
heritage, and popularize it to as many people as
possible.

Local people as well as non-locals have done
valuable works on Brahui language. Among them,
apart from Germans, Russians and Indians, British
Orientalists also have a big contribution.

However, the step-motherly treatment of the
Brahui language by its own people is not a new thing,
but it has been going on for the last Khans of Kalat. As
this dictionary, by Duncan Dixey, was sent to Khan
Kalat for publishing, after it was written, the Brahui
Khan excused himself from printing and publishing it
and returned it, saying that they had no money to print
this precious work to preserve.

Even after that, there have been repeated
attempts by Balochistani politicians to eliminate this
language under a certain deliberate plan. One such
attempt was made by the NAP government in 1972.
Not leaving a box for Brahui language in the 1998
census is another example of this kind.



Thus Brahui has always been neglected by the
politicians of Balochistan.

It was not easy for the British to establish a
foothold in the state of Kalat without learning the
Brahui language, because in order to rule here, they
had to learn the language so as to deal with its people.
Hence the British Raj also fixed a scholarship for its
scholars learning Brahui.

In the early days when the Christian
missionaries came here to preach Christianity, the
religious Brahuis Muslim tried to thwart their mission
in their own way and chose their language as a
medium to awaken the Brahui masses. Durkhani
School was such an institute defending Islam directly
and promoting Brahui indirectly.

However, since the Brahui Academy has been
established, the work of preserving the heritage of
Brahui language and literature has built up.

Due to Khan of Kalat's unwillingness to publish
it, the dictionary was handed over to the British
Museum for archiving, from where it was brought by
Dr. Abdul Rahman Brahui and given to Brahui
Academy for publishing. The dictionary was first
published in 1995 by the Brahui Academy but at that
time it was printed in the same script (common English
script) as written by Duncan Dixey, so it was difficult
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for a non-Brahui, let alone a native Brahui to know the
correct pronunciation of the words it contained. But
before printing the second edition it was assigned to,
Dr. Hafeezullah Sarparra to review the dictionary and
rectify the mistakes of 1%t edition, Dr. hafeezullah
Sarparra, due to his linguistic friendliness for Brahui,
has painstakingly composed it in phonetic Roman
script as well as written Perso-Arabic (Nastalik)
transliteration of the words in it, so as to pave the way
for not only native Brahuis but also non-Brahui
researchers and students to be benefited from it.

Some revisions and additions have also been
made to the dictionary, it is hoped that it will now be a
useful work for the people having interest in Brahui
language.

Rev: DUNCAN Dixey was attached with
Mission Hospital Quetta. Here he learnt Brahui and
compiled an English to Brahui Dictionary in 1920.
Next year in 1921 it was typed and in December 1923
a copy was gifted to British Museum London. One
typed copy was in the library of Dr. R. Holland which
he borrowed me and I myself typed three copies of it.

After Independence 1947, a copy was sent to
Government of Pakistan Karachi which was forwarded
to N.W.F.P Frontier (Khyber Pakhtunkhwa) for
publication but it was returned as Brahui language was
not spoken there. Then it was sent to Government of
Balochistan, which was forwarded to Khan of Kalat.
However, Kalat Government showed its inability to
publish it and the typed manuscript was returned.
During my stay in Britain in 1979, | had the
opportunity to go through it again, on my return to
Pakistan | handed over a typed copy to Brahui
Academy Quetta. Due to paucity of funds it remained
unpublished until 1994.

| wanted to add a note about the original typed
manuscript but without my consultation it was
published as in those days, | was in Makran.

For the information of readers, | give some facts
about the original typed manuscript, which is spread
over on 110 pages. The page No’s 99 and 100 are
blank, and other facts are below:

After almost 75 years of laying foundations of
this excellent job, | have the honor to present this great
pioneering work of Mr. Duncan Dixey, in the form of
a Dictionary, through the Brahui Academy.

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Preface
(Reviewed Edition)

Brahui is the oldest and the only Dravidian
language of Pakistan. Henry Pottinger was first who
introduced this language and its grammar to the West
by his Travelogue “Travels in Sindh and Balochistan”
in 1816. After that many writers and linguists analyzed
and wrote on Brahui. During British rule over Kalat
many English officers learnt and wrote on Brahui
language, Duncan Dixey was also one of them, who
during his job learnt Brahui here and started writing a
dictionary in 1906 and after 15 years he succeeded to
complete his book, but could not publish it then. About
a half century after its completion this book was
discovered by the pioneer of Brahui research Dr.
Abdul Rahman Brahui and he handed over this unique
work to Brahui academy for publishing. Its first edition
was published in 1995, reviewed by Professor Aziz
Mengal.

Dictionary plays a vital role in preserving the
cultural heritage of a language, | feel myself lucky and
honored to be assigned the review of this important
work done a century ago on Brahui language by a
Non-Brahui. |1 have made some important revisions
and additions in this book and tried to rectify the
mistakes made in 1% edition also added the
transliteration of words to make it easy to understand
and well spell the Brahui words.
